Project title: The role of dopamine in panic attacks
The project is part of the research program “Neurobiology of affective behaviors” of the Anatomy and Embryology of the University Medical Center Groningen.

Important evidence exists from the clinical practice and from animal research that dopamine plays a role in panic attacks and Panic Disorder. However, only very little attention has been paid to the role of dopamine in anxiety in general and panic behavior in particular. We want to elucidate this role using an animal model for panic attacks. Using neuroanatomical techniques, we will map the dopaminergic input to the brain’s ‘panic circuit’. Furthermore, we will manipulate this circuit to study the effects of a loss of dopamine on panic attacks.  
Methods: neuroanatomical tract tracing, immunocytochemistry, neurotoxic lesions, behavioral studies including telemetric recording of heart rate. 
The applicant should have an interest in neuroanatomy and behavioral neurobiology of the limbic system and experience in neurobiology or neuroanatomy.
